This is a joint project of 

our club, our Foundation, Style 

Media Group, and the City of 

Folsom, to build a universally 

accessible playground for kids 

with disabilities so they may 

play alongside their able-

bodied peers. The project was 

recently awarded a grant of 

$100,000 from First 5 of Sacra-

mento for building the first 

phase of the playground which 

will be underway soon. The 

City of Folsom has also 

stepped up with a major con-

tribution of $30,000. Still, 

more funds are needed for 

completing the entire play-

ground. 

Our Club received a notice 

that the shelves at the Twin 

Lakes Food Bank were running 

bare and was desperately seek-

ing aid from the community 

because of the economy and 

the number of families they 

serve needing help.

The Rotary Club of Historic 

Folsom was there to raise money 

for the Play for All Playground 

which will be the 

first universally 

accessible play-

ground in Folsom.  

It is designed to 

allow children of all 

physical and mental 

abilities to play 

together.   The closest one like it 

is located in Roseville. Rotarians 

volunteered their time in shifts of 

about two hours each on both 

days.  Our booth was located 

right in front of one of the two 

locations for the Play for All Play-

ground. Attendees came from all 

over the Sacramento region.  In 

fact, most of the people were not 

from Folsom.  Many people were 

excited to learn about Play for All 

and were looking forward to tak-

ing their kids to it upon comple-

tion. The groundbreaking for 

Phase 1 of 2 is scheduled for early
